Services

There was  three service calls during the month with details as follows;

Lifeboat Call Out 7 - Drifting Unidentified Object 03/08/2008

The incident began following a report to the Coastguard of an object out at sea which was giving concern. Newbiggin Coastguard responded to the call and after viewing the object some distance east of Sandy Bay decided it prudent to request further investigation by the lifeboat. Newbiggin RNLI duly launched at about 1938hours and within minutes were guided to the object by the Coastguard.

The object was duly identified as floating timber which had been in the sea for some time. In order to minimise the risk of any further calls or cause a hazard to any other boat users the lifeboat crew recovered the timber and landed it ashore.

Lifeboat Call Out 8 - Medical Evacuation
05/08/2008
Most of Newbiggin's fishing fleet had put out to sea shortly after first light today and two of the fleet usually have completed their work by the end of the morning. Upon arriving in the bay it quickly became apparent that something was wrong and a phone call to one of the Skippers revealed that one of the fishermen needed medical assistance. The boathouse doors were already open as one of the crew was busy doing some drysuit repairs on station and other volunteers were nearby. The lifeboat was underway in a matter of minutes and  crewmembers transferred the casualty onto the lifeboat with initial first aid care given. The lifeboat was immediately recovered and taken back up the beach to a waiting ambulance which had been requested during the launch. The Ambulance team then did initial checks of the casualty on the lifeboat before he was lifted off and into the ambulance.

Lifeboat Call Out 9 - Broken down motor cruiser 30/08/2008

Volunteers from Newbiggin RNLI Lifeboat Station were called out during mid morning on Saturday following reports of a 24 foot motor cruiser 'Edward Dawn' broken down and drifting near to the reef in Newbiggin Bay. The crew were quickly underway and located the casualty within minutes. The casualty vessel with two persons on board had suffered an electrical problem and as a result were unable to get underway. Newbiggin attached a tow and took the vessel south up to her port at Blyth whereupon the Blyth Volunteer Lifeboat took over the tow .
