Services

There was one service call during the month with details as follows;

Sunday 17 May 2009
Newbiggin Lifeboat had been out on its Sunday morning training exercise today when a call was received from Humber Coastguard reporting an 81 year old Newcastle man in the sea with another local male in the sea assisting. The lifeboat was asked to proceed to Cresswell to the Snab Point area and provide immediate assistance. The Newbiggin RNLI Atlantic75 class lifeboat 'CSMA 75th Anniversary' with three volunteer crew on board proceeded north to Cresswell at full speed arriving on scene within minutes. The casualty and the man who had pulled him from the sea were now on the beach requiring medical assistance. One of the first aid trained crew from the lifeboat then went up the beach and gave assistance with locals also turning out with a blanket and some warm drinks. Newbiggin Coastguard and Ambulance also arrived on scene with the casualty been transferred to Wansbeck General Hospital, Ashington.

Assistance to Sailing Club

Volunteers were also called out on the 27th May 2009 to assist with the recovery of the sailing club equipment which had been caught out by a rapidly rising tide.
