Services

There was one service call during the month with details as follows;

Thursday 16th August, 2007

Information was received at about 2105 hours that a person had made a call for help. She was in a distressed state and claimed to be near a pipe on the beach. Initially lifeboats from Cullercoats and Blyth were launched to search in the vicinity of the permanent water discharge pipes in their respective patches. Newbiggin was subsequently called out as we have a temporary steel pipe on the beach which has been used by the contractors in delivering sand to the new beach. Only a few minutes after launching further information was received that the person had been found by the Police in the centre of Newbiggin. All lifeboats were recalled and the incident was closed.

St. Bartholomew’s Fair

The final summer event for Newbiggin in 2007 was the St.Bartholomews Fair. St. Bartholomew’s Church on Church Point headland is over 800 years old and the pageant saw a re-enactment of the Royal proclamation for a fayre at Newbiggin hundreds of years ago by King John. Amongst the cast in costume were members of the station including myself who had the added pressure of learning some lines!! This year’s theme concerned the steeling of the King’s crown by a group of pirates then the villagers captured the pirates and tied them up. All went well and the show was enjoyed by the hundreds of spectators gathered adjacent the boathouse. The Ladies Guild was once again in action and also had a successful afternoon of fundraising on the promenade down from the boathouse.
