Weather Almanac for July 2006

Fine, settled and at most of the time very hot. There were some showers at the beginning of the month but dry conditions led to talk of a drought.

Services

It was another busy month for the station with details as follows; 

July 3, 2006: 

DRIFTING COBLE RESCUED

Volunteers from Newbiggin Lifeboat Station were called out earlier today

Sunday 2nd July, 2006 when a local coble lost power.

The alert came in at about 0825 hours when the Newbiggin coble Endeavour

with six persons on board suffered a gearbox failure close inshore at Church

Point. Within minutes a volunteer crew had manned the village lifeboat and

quickly launched to secure a tow onto the stricken vessel. The coble was

then towed ashore back to Newbiggin and the incident closed.

Saturday 22nd July, 2006.

Cabin Boat Adrift

Volunteers form Newbiggin Lifeboat Station were called out this afternoon following reports that a cabin boat was broken down and drifting in calm conditions.

The vessel called 'How Big' with three persons on board was off Church Point when the call came in. Newbiggin's Atlantic 75 lifeboat

'CSMA 75th Anniversary' with four crew on board was quickly launched and proceeded at full speed to the vessel. Early reports had suggested that the vessel was sinking and so the station salvage pump was taken out. However on arriving, the vessel was thankfully only drifting and needed a tow ashore. The lifeboat duly obliged and towed the casualty into Newbiggin Bay. 

July 24th, 2006

Fishing Coble Aground
Volunteers from the station were called out to assist the Blyth coble ‘Julie Karen’ who had fouled her propeller and was drifting east of Church Point. Once on scene the lifeboat stood by as another fishing vessel was assisting with the operation. With the casualty underway the lifeboat returned to station.

July 25th,2006.

Missing Child

Volunteers from the station were called out about 1845 hours following reports of a child missing in the Sandy Bay area. With the crew suited up and the lifeboat being brought onto the slipway a further call from the coastguard cancelled the launch as the child had been found.

July 30th, 2006

Children on Inflatable
With preparations for Lifeboat Day well in hand a call for lifeboat assistance came in at about 1215 hours. There was a report of two children blowing out to sea on an inflatable in the Sandy Bay area. The lifeboat was quickly launched and picked up the brother and sister who were on holiday at the Sandy Bay Caravan Park and brought them safely ashore. The lifeboat then returned to station for the beginning of lifeboat day.

Lifeboat Day 2006

The fine weather just about lasted for this years lifeboat day and despite breezy conditions the event was well supported. Opened by lour local Member of Parliament Denis Murphy the event got underway at about 1330 hours. The lifeboat was launched and the various stalls did a brisk trade throughout the afternoon. Tynemouth ALB and Blyth ILB also came along to support the event and put on displays. At the end of the day just over £3500 was raised for local funds.
