Weather Almanac for June 2007

Services

There were three service calls during the month with details as follows;

Sunday 4th June, 2007 – Barge Adrift

At about 1415 hours one of the barges belonging to contractors working on the bay was seen to be drifting having become detached from its mooring. The lifeboat was quickly launched and found the barge aground on the Spittal Carr rocks at the south end of Newbiggin Bay. The contractor’s tug was unable to get to the barge so the lifeboat took a tow and connected it for the tug. The tug then managed to pull the barge clear. After this success one of the crew of the barge fell overboard and was recovered from the sea by lifeboat. The lifeboat returned to station and the incident was closed at about 1515 hours.

Sunday 10th June, 2007 - Unidentified Object
Volunteers from Newbiggin Lifeboat Station were called out today following reports of an upturned vessel in the bay. The lifeboat was quickly launched and after carrying out a full search of the area the object was identified as a mooring buoy belonging to the Bay contractor.

Sunday 17th June, 2007 - Broken Down Boat

Volunteers from Newbiggin Lifeboat Station were woken from their beds earlier today when a report was received that a vessel was broken down and drifting. The 16 foot open boat with two persons on board had been working fishing gear when its engine had failed. The pagers were activated at about 0730 hours with the crew ready and the lifeboat on the slipway ready to launch. However information was received that the casualty was now underway so the launch was cancelled.

The lifeboat was rehoused and everybody stood down but as the volunteers were dispersing information came in that the casualty had broken down again so the lifeboat was immediately launched. Within minutes the lifeboat had the casualty in tow and brought them safely ashore.
Lifeboat Volunteer Training Success
7th June, 2007 - Volunteers from Newbiggin Lifeboat Station have been undergoing intensive training over the last few days at the boathouse.
The seamanship training was carried out at the station over four nights under the direction of Lifeboat Instructor Scott Midwinter. The course looked at all aspects of ropework, anchoring as well as related operational matters. At the end of the week the crew taking part were each awarded a certificate as part of their continued lifeboat training.
