Weather Almanac for March 2006

The month began cool and fresh with occasional wintry showers, indeed by the 4th Newbiggin was snow covered with about 50mm of snow. However by the afternoon it was melting away and the sleigh run on our slipway was gone. The middle of the month was generally cloudy, cool and showery with a fresh to strong south-easter bringing on a rough sea. Heavy sleet on the 12th with snow showers kept daytime temperatures below zero and a full day at the boathouse was out of the question. Once again there was another covering of snow by the 14th but this was short lived. The later part of the month saw a further shift in wind direction from an easterly to northeast then to the north. Cold weather resulted but by the 23rd a shift to a breeze from the southwest thankfully lifted the temperatures hitting ten degrees on the 25th.

Exercises

Exercises were held on the 2nd, 5th and 19th.

Services

There was one service call during the month with details as follows

Friday 31st March, 2006.

‘The Brothers’ fishing boat was working out from Blyth. At about 27foot in length she had put out at first light on a grey damp gloomy morning for the purpose of attending to pots located just offshore. With a crew of three on board all was going well until during the placing or shooting of gear back into the sea when one of the crew ended up overboard. Realising what had happened the skipper immediately brought the boat full astern and the rope was pulled back on board with the crewman clinging onto it. A call for lifeboat assistance was made and minutes later at about 7.25am Newbiggin’s Atlantic 75 lifeboat was underway. Within minutes ‘The Brothers’ was located and after discussion the casualty was transferred onto the lifeboat. Crew members offered reassurance and made the casualty comfortable during the transfer into Blyth. An ambulance arrived and took the casualty to the local General Hospital. The lifeboat then returned to Newbiggin being washed down and made ready for service by 9.30am.

Boathouse Floor

Representatives form the RNLI and the station met contractors late in the month to discuss works planned for May to refurbish the boathouse floor. The works planned is the installation of a new non-slip surface on the existing concrete floor. More details of the works in May.
