Weather Almanac for October 2006

October 1st dawned with thunder and lightening coupled with heavy rain but by sunrise things had improved. There were no services during the month but we did give help at the boathouse. The incident occurred on the morning of 29th October, 2006 – this is the story.
Volunteers from Newbiggin Lifeboat Station are always happy to lend a hand and help those in distress, usually at sea when the lifeboat is launched. However over the years the volunteer team at Newbiggin have also helped those on the shore and in our community. Such examples of this includes boats swamped on the beach, lost children and even a house on fire after a lightening strike! 

Today the lifeboat had just returned from exercise and the refuelling / washing down process to get the lifeboat ready for service was underway. A visitor to Newbiggin who had been enjoying a warm sunny day stroll came into the boathouse asking for help and clearly in pain. He had slipped and injured his arm and additionally was worried about his canine companion as well as the fact he could not drive home some 18 miles away. The volunteers swung into action and gave help. The casualty was made comfortable and treated for shock in the crew change before been taken by ambulance to hospital. Meanwhile the dog was walked and given a drink as the car was brought to the boathouse and secured. After four hours the grateful visitor returned to the boathouse, his arm now in plaster, to collect his car accompanied by a family member. The dog also recovered from the shock of being abducted by strangers, a gang of RNLI volunteers!!

Tractor Service
The station tractor TW20-H was taken off station during the month to the depot at Teeside for its 12 month overhaul. The tractor was replaced by TW37-H during the one week period.
