Weather for September 2005 

The day after the 31st August storm we were enjoying hot and sunny conditions though it did bring in some coastal fog. By the 9th it was overcast with heavy rain and a strong north east wind bringing on rough sea conditions. As the month went on there were more overcast days with showers or longer periods of rain – Autumn was on its way.

Exercises were held on the 4th and 22nd.
Services

There were two service calls during the month with details as follows;

Sunday 25th September, 2005.

After a number of unsettled days it was good to have some fine and warm weather for a Sunday – a sort of day when all is quiet and no calls for help. Not today as at about 16.05 the pagers were activated following a report of a boat drifting out to sea. The lifeboat was quickly launched and minutes later found the casualty, a 16foot open boat with two persons on board, broken down off Church Point. With a tow attached the casualty was brought safely ashore.

Monday 26th September, 2005.

At about 08.51hours the pagers were activated following reports of a coble broken down and drifting onto rocks at the Cambois Bay area. The lifeboat was launched and was joined at the casualty by the inshore lifeboat from Blyth. The casualty ‘Ashleigh Jane’ with two persons on board, was now aground but was pulled clear by the Newbiggin lifeboat. With no evidence of leaking the casualty was towed back to its moorings in the River Wansbeck.
