Weather Almanac for October 2007

‘Warm and sunny – summer is back’ was the weather note for 1st October, 2007. Not until the 7th did the weather change with overcast damp conditions which were with us for about three days. However the warm conditions continued for the rest of the month with some morning frost noted on the 18th.

Exercises

Exercises were held on the 7th. Photographs showing the exercises can be viewed on the RNLI web page and go to the Newbiggin Gallery.

Services

There was three service calls during the month with the details as follows;

Saturday 6th October, 2007 – at about 1808 hours the pagers were activated following reports of a small boat aground on the rocks at Church Point. The lifeboat was launched and arriving on scene found the casualty refloated and making their way ashore.

Saturday 13th October, 2007 – at about 1206 hours the pagers were activated following a report of a small boat capsized off Cresswell with the three occupants clinging to the upturned hull. The lifeboat was on scene within ten minutes and a rescue helicopter also arrived on scene. The helicopter airlifted the three from the hull for transfer to hospital where they made a full recovery. In the meantime the lifeboat pulled the upturned boat from the surf but due to sea conditions was unable to bring it ashore.

Thursday 25th October, 2007 – the lifeboat was launched at about 1250 hours following a report of a dog trapped on rocks in a rising tide and a possible owner with it. In fact the dog ‘Tye’ was alone but was marooned on a rock. Due to rough sea conditions the lifeboat could not get to the rock so a crewmember swam ashore to the rock to recover the dog into a bag. The dog was passed to coastguards on the shore and the dog with its lifeboat rescuer were winched to the cliff top.

Eleanor Armstrong

It is with regret that I report the death of Eleanor Armstrong a good friend and one of the much respected ‘Women of Newbiggin’ the former women lifeboat launchers. Eleanor was in her 90’s and had given many years of service and support to the RNLI –she will be a great miss – God Bless.

Tractor Training

During the month Neil Hancock from the RNLI Divisional Base was on station for a few days to undertake training on the lifeboat tractor with prospective tractor drivers. Training continues and the list of approved operators looks set to be expanded.
